
Athletic Accident-Illness
Insurance Policy Statement 

As stated in our student handbook, “The University of Mary does not carry any type of 
personal injury or health/medical insurance coverage for students, including student-
athletes." Students who wish to participate in athletics at the University of Mary must
carry a health/medical insurance policy. Each student-athlete will turn in a copy of his/her 
health/medical insurance card, along with a physical signed by a physician and emergency 
contact information prior to participation in any type of practice with his/her university team.
International students are required to obtain a local insurance policy. 

Medical attention, hospitalization, and medications are the financial responsibility of 
the students and their parents/guardians. Students are advised to take note of their 
own or their family health/medical insurance policy.   

Students who are not currently covered under a family insurance policy will need to 
purchase a short-term policy prior to participation in Marauder athletics.  There will be 
insurance representatives on campus to assist with this process, however, the student 
will be financially responsible for the policy and must carry the policy throughout the 
entire sports season, including off-season workouts. 

All charges for medical services as a result of illness and/or injuries incurred during 
participation as a member of an athletic team will be billed to the athlete or 
submitted to the athlete’s health/medical insurance company. 

The University of Mary cannot accept billing for medical services. All student-
athletes will be required to show proof of health/medical insurance. Participation in 
University of Mary athletics will not be authorized without proof of insurance. 

We do have a Student Health Clinic for use by all University of Mary students.  The 
clinic is staffed by a family nurse practitioner who is available Monday – Friday.  Once 
again billing for these medical services is up to each student and his/her own 
health/medical insurance policy. 

In case of emergency health needs, students are to call a residence director, resident 
assistant, or apartment manager who will inform the appropriate personnel. 

We are also very fortunate to have an accredited Athletic Training Curriculum at the 
University of Mary.  We have three full-time certified athletic trainers (ATCs) on staff 
and thirty athletic training students in our program.  The athletic training staff is 
available on a daily basis in the athletic training room and is on hand to assist with 
practices and games for all Marauder sports.
